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Predictions and historical references in “Last and First Men”
The preface to the English editions is dated 1930, so I reference things relative to that year. References to the book are given by Chapter number and section number within the Chapter. Page numbers are from the Dover edition published in 1968.
The Anglo-French War; Chapter I, section 2, page 19+. In the early 30s, France and Britain were increasing their armaments, and folks feared an Anglo-French war might occur.

[In Italy] “… a flamboyant but sincere national party gained control of the State…”; Chapter I, section 2, pages 19 to 20. This appears to be a reference to Mussolini. But, Mussolini rose to power before 1930. He became Duce (Leader) of Fascism in 1919 and Prime Minister of Italy in 1922.
The Russo-German War; Chapter I, section 4, page 29+. This could be considered to be WWII, if countries other than the Soviet Union and Germany (with Poland in the middle) never got involved. 
“Half a century after the Anglo-French War, a second-rate German author published a typically German book of the baser sort.” Chapter I, section 4, page 31. If the Anglo-French War occurred in the 1930’s, this would be the 1980’s. However, the description seems based on Hitler’s “Mein Kamph”, which was published in 1925 and 1926. So, perhaps Stapledon was predicting more books of this sort from Germany.
“… the utilization of subatomic energy by the annihilation of matter…”; Chapter II, section 2, pages 35 to 39. This is a reference to the basis of the atomic bomb, established in 1905 by Einstein with the equation E = mc2. The mechanism described in the book if different from that actually used in the atomic bomb. By 1930, most physicists knew that an atomic bomb was theoretically possible. The first actual atomic bomb explosion was in 1945. There are several references to energy by the annihilation of matter in the book.
“…devise a technique by which the actual hereditary factors in the germ could be manipulated…”; Chapter X, section 3z, page 153. This seems like genetic engineering, but Stapleton did not have it happen until about 50,000,000 years in the future. 
Voyaging in Space, Chapter XII, section 3, page 183+; even though “man” had observed Martians traveling to Earth, Stapleton did not have “man” doing it until about 200,000,000 years in the future. The first “trial trip” into space (page 185) was an approach close to the surface of the moon, possibly to orbit it, and return. This first “trial trip” failed. The actual first orbit of the moon was 1968, which was successful.
“Artificial rigid atoms … support greater statue …” Chapter XIV, section3, page 211; although described as applied to human structure in the book, this seems like nanotubes, which have recently seen applications. Stapleton had this happening about one billions years in the future. 

“In our own galaxy there have occurred some twenty thousand worlds which have conceived life. And of these a few score [~40 to 80] have attained or surpassed the mentality of the First Men”; Chapter XV, section 4, page 230;

Today: “…scientists estimate that the Milky Way could contain upwards of 50 billion planets, 500 million of which could be in the habitable zone.”

So, it is conceivable that maybe 20,000 of these 50 million actually have life. Since most life on Earth has evolved and survived without having the intelligence of us, it might be reasonable that about 40 to 80 planets have life at least having the intelligence of us. 
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
