I think this was an attempt to be a parody or satire of a Detective Novel. However, there is more to being a good parody or satire than just doing what is parodied worse. I found it to use annoying, trite, and cliched prose like “The hardest part about being a P.I . is the stakeouts . Hours of motionless 

scrutiny broken up by mouthfuls of bilgewater coffee and stale fried dough, a stillness that eats at the mind until it gibbers for stimuli or sleep...” 

I did not predict that the boy was using the P.I. as bait. However, I was not surprised by it either. I think that is a common figure of speech in novels.
